TRAFFIC ADVISORY – BISHOP STREET 

 
 

The City of Watertown’s Department of Public Works crews are in the process of 
placing an asphalt overlay and curbs on Bishop Street.  Weather permitting,  DPW crews will 
be paving Bishop Street from Washington Street to Myrtle Avenue, Tuesday, August 7, 
2007. 

 
This work is scheduled to begin at 9:00 a.m. and is expected to be complete 

that afternoon.  While crews are completing this work, Bishop Street will be CLOSED to 
all traffic.  Local residents should make arrangements to park on nearby side streets while 
this work is underway. 
 

Public Works crews will install temporary barricades, signage and have flagmen      
on-site throughout the duration of the project.
